and chairs, and stools. There is a performing area (with
appropriate lighting) at one end. Visitors are always welcome: just
drop in and see what you think.

It costs £12 to join and £8 a year after that, the first £8 being due
on the New Year’s Day after joining. There is also an attendance
fee of £2.50 for every Monday meeting attended; this charge is
collected on the night from members and visitors alike.
